Definition. A point that divides a segment into two congruent segments bisects the segment. This point is called the midpoint of the segment. (If the point at which a line, other segment or ray intersects a segment is a midpoint, then we also say the line, segment or ray bisects the segment.

Definition. Two points (or segments, rays or lines) that divide a segment into three congruent sements trisects that segment.

Definition. A ray that divides an angle into two congruent angles bisects the angle. That ray is called the bisector of that angle.

Definition. Two rays that divide an angle into three congruent angles trisects the angle.
